In the earthquake and fire in 1906, when merchan-
dise prices skyrocketed, H. K. Jackson .said: “I am in
business to make money, but I will not make money out
of the misfortunes of my fellow men.”” He refused to
raise his prices. r

In the Berkeley fire of a few vears ago, when hun-
dreds of homes were destroyed, when thousands of peo-
ple were homeless, H. K. Jackson cancelled the debt of
every Berkeley fire loser who owed him money, and
gave unrestricted credit for new purchases.

- One of his principal activities was in support of the
Boy Scout movement. He was a builder of character in
men, as well as a community and business builder. bt
